RECOGNISING YOUR PREVIOUS FORMAL STUDY 
CIT also recognises subjects or competencies 
you have successfully obtained through 
another accredited vocational educational 
institution. 

DO I HAVE TO PAY FOR SKILLS RECOGNITION? 
Fees may apply. If fees are charged, they 
are usually charged at the same rate as the 
subject fee.  No fees apply to have eligible 
previous formal study recognised.
