Education support workers primarily
operate in primary and secondary
school environments, handling arange
of instructional groupings and sourcing
information from multiple sources.

Introduction to Education Support

understanding of support strategies for
students with disabilities and additional
needs, while providing support to teachers
and inclusive practices.
