Handle construction materials - CPCCCM2004.

Potential work experience placements and employment pathways
opportunities will be on offer with SPARK partners for those individuals
that successfully complete the program.

Commencing Wednesday 21 October 2026, this 7-week program will
run 3 days per week (Wed—Fri, 9am starts, 18—24 hours per week) and
be a combination of theory, practical hands-on learning and industry
work placement. All training will be delivered on site at the Canberra
Institute of Technology Bruce campus.
